On Tuesday 11 May, in association with the South Yorkshire Filmmaker’s Network and Shooting People, director Tom Harper and actor Thomas Turgoose visit the Showroom to discuss their latest film, The Scouting Book for Boys. The film is a bittersweet tale of the friendship that blossoms between two teenagers - disillusioned David (Turgoose) and feisty Emily (Holly Grainger). Tom Harper will showcase his short films and talk about his career in the film industry, accompanied by Thomas Turgoose, best known for his role in This Is England and one of the rising stars of British film.
