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ShAFF 2010, Friday 12 March – Sunday 14 March

Sheffield Adventure Film Festival (ShAFF), now in its fifth year, presents a weekend of the best in adventure film from across the globe. Featuring 44 films, including 24 premieres, ShAFF incorporates climbing, snow sports, biking, water sports and urban outdoor pursuits all breathtakingly caught on camera by daring filmmakers. This is a major event for the Showroom, and for Sheffield which, as the gateway to the Peak District, is ideally placed to host such a prestigious event.

As well as the films, the ShAFF Festival will incorporate a programme of fringe activities. Throughout the weekend of the festival the Showroom will be a hive of activity, including a photography exhibition, reading and book signing by legendary local climber Ron Fawcett, and second-hand kit sale. Café Euro will host the ‘ShAFF on the Edge’ film screenings in the run-up to the festival. There is also something to inspire the adventurers of tomorrow with the ShAFF Youth Adventure Project, with special school screenings in the week before the festival and specially selected films for the Young Adventurer during the festival itself.
There is a strong local flavour to many of the films at ShAFF this year.  Sheffield-based climber Keith Bradbury’s film Between the Trees makes its screen debut at the festival. Local climber Ryan Pasquill teamed up with award-winning filmmaker Alastair Lee to make the film Gerty Berwick in Ilkley, while another local filmmaker, Richard Heap, explores the beauty of the Pennines in Lines of Flight. 
The weekend culminates in the Best of ShAFF Awards with a screening of the festival highlights on the final afternoon. Touching the Void’s Joe Simpson is a patron of ShAFF and this year the awards will be presented by Lucy Creamer and Ian Parnell.
