The renowned SensoriaPro industry day will be back in business on Thursday 29 April and the same evening British Sea Power will close proceedings with their live soundtrack to Man of Aran. OPENING NIGHT EUROPEAN PREMIERE: STRUMMERVILLE (CERT TBC) 
Friday 23 April 7pm +  live music from special Strummerville guests.
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XSW, Sensoria presents Strummerville. In this documentary, Grammy award-winning filmmaker Don Letts shows how Joe Strummer’s unique contribution 

to the music world is manifesting itself through a charity set up in his memory - Strummerville.  

The film features contributions from supporters and founders of the charity, including Billy Bragg, Anthony Genn and Damien Hirst, plus wonderful footage of Strummer himself. The night will include live sets from the best new talent that has benefited from Strummerville’s support.

UK PREMIERE: DECONSTRUCTING DAD: THE MUSIC, MACHINES AND MYSTERY OF RAYMOND SCOTT (PG) Tuesday 27 April 8.40pm  + Director Q&A with Stan Warnow interviewed by Martyn Ware (Heaven 17).  Raymond Scott’s career started with a 1930s swing jazz quintet and continued through to the avant-garde electronic music of the 1970s.   He invented the electronium, a prototype fax machine and worked for Motown as their Head of R&D. Still largely unknown to the general public, this documentary follows the musical pioneer's life from the perspective of his son Stan Warnow.

UK PREMIERE: SEARCH AND DESTROY: IGGY & THE STOOGES' RAW POWER (CTBC)

With “Raw Power", Iggy & The Stooges reinvented themselves and set out to conquer the world, but the world had other plans. The album crashed and burned along with the band.  This documentary tells the unlikely story of the fall and rise of “Raw Power”. Featuring interviews with Iggy Pop, Johnny Marr, Henry Rollins and others; plus never-before-seen 1973 concert footage. With an introduction by John Robb.

Other premieres and previews include Mogwai ‘Burning’, a stunning monochrome live performance film by Vincent Moon; The BQE, a symphonic cityscape by the brilliant Sufjan Stevens and We Call It Skweee – an engaging account of the emergence of this new genre of Scandinavian lo-fi pop.
