ShAFF at the Showroom, Friday March 12 – Sunday March 14
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Sheffield Adventure Film Festival (ShAFF), now in its fifth year, presents a weekend of the best in adventure film from across the globe. Featuring 44 films, including 24 premieres and numerous award winners, ShAFF incorporates climbing, snow sports, biking, water sports and urban outdoor pursuits all breathtakingly caught on camera by daring filmmakers. Experience sea kayaking and free running in the UK, mountaineering in Papua New Guinea, solo big-wall climbing in California’s Yosemite Valley and 107m waterfall kayaking in Africa, all from the comfort of your cinema seat. Films will shown in bite sized two hour chunks, introduced by either the UK’s best ever female climber Lucy Creamer, or Everest Summiteer and professional photographer Ian Parnell, both local to Sheffield. 
As well as the films, ShAFF will incorporate a programme of fringe activities throughout the weekend, making the Showroom a hive of activity. Urban orienteering, a photo exhibition, live acoustic music, a secondhand kit sale and free physio consultation will keep festival goers occupied between films. On Friday night legendary local climber Ron Fawcett will give a reading from his new autobiography, while Saturday’s festival entertainment will be an adventure quiz, hosted by Sheffield’s own stand-up comedian, climber and author Niall Grimes. This will be followed by a high energy photo shoot-out where photographers strut their stuff in front of an audience, which can all be washed down with a pint of specially brewed ShAFF beer. Finally, on Sunday evening there is a chance to catch the festival highlights in a special screening of all this year’s award winning films.
With the Peak District only 20 minutes away, Sheffield is the perfect location for a weekend of the great outdoors and breathtaking films. ShAFF also makes a great family day out, with Young Adventurers films to keep little kids and big kids alike entertained. During the week leading up to the festival, the ShAFF Youth Adventure Project will inspire the adventurers of tomorrow with special school screenings, while Café Euro will host the ‘ShAFF on the Edge’ film screenings. 

There is a strong local flavour to many of the films at ShAFF this year.  Sheffield-based climber Keith Bradbury’s film Between the Trees makes its screen debut at the festival. Local climber Ryan Pasquill teamed up with award-winning filmmaker Alastair Lee to make the film Gerty Berwick in Ilkley, while another local filmmaker, Richard Heap, explores the beauty of the Pennines in Lines of Flight.
